6. Select flowering plants carefully before you buy, noting requirements for
sun/shade and watering. Inspect plants for insects or infestations that could spread to
other foliage.

7. Clean birdbaths, outdoor sculptures and patio furniture to remove mildew.

8. Fertilize lawns before the weather becomes too warm. Organic fertilizers make
great ecologically sound alternatives to traditional chemical fertilizers.
